CALL TO ORDER:  Dion Decker called the Town hall meeting to order at 10:00 a.m. at pavilion #4 Indian Cove Resort
PRESIDING OFFICERS’ COMMENTS: President Dion Decker asked that all beepers and phones be turned off so that the meeting will not be interrupted.  He announces the primary purpose of the meeting is to go over the annual budget and to announce the results of the election of officers. Dion announced that as always the meeting will be recorded.

ROLL CALL: Secretary Jim Jacobs called roll. Cherrie Moore, Jim Jacobs, Dion Decker, Raye Griffith are present. Board member Bob Reynolds is absent. The President announces that we have 4 out of 5 Board members present, that is a quorum and we shall continue

The President continues with the introduction of candidates: Bob Reynolds, whom is absent, Jim Tomco, Joe Carlton, and Ed Silva. Mr. Decker wishes each one, good luck in turn. He continues with a reminder that if anyone has not yet turned in their ballot our counting firm representitive is in the corner and will be taking them for a few more minutes. Dion states that there is a copy of the budget available to who ever wants one. He then goes over it line by line. The highest portion of our income is dues and our biggest debt is our electric bill. The first item of concern from the membership was the bulkhead. Information covered was, total water frontage for the park is approximately 7000 feet of which we have done about 2200 feet. The project was paid for with a loan agaist our CDs, and we are paying it at a rate the will have it paid off in about 24 months. Another concern was the pool and life guards. The determination for needing life guards is the square footage of the pool and if the pool has a deep end it is required to have an elevated chiar. Manning of the pool is achieved by havin9 lifeguards on staff as oppossed to 3. Some of the other topics discussed not related to the budget were, members having a say in the discussion portion of a motion, and potential sale of abandoned trailers in storage. Mr. Decker announces that he will change the format of the next B.O.D. meeting and that we have auctioned of trailers in the past and will look into the possibilty of doing it again.

The results of the election are as follows: 395 ballots submitted, 695 total votes cast, Joe Carlton received 216 votes, Bob Reynolds 171 votes, Ed Silva 169 votes, Jim Tomco 141 votes. 

The President asks do I have a motion to adjourn.

Cherrie makes a motion to adjourn, Jim seconds, all agree. Motion passes
